Matters Arising

Meeting with Wasing Estates  The Chairman said that Wasing have several ideas to ensure their future viability. These do include gravel extraction, but Wasing recognises that mistakes were made during their last Application and have promised to seek local views before making further applications.  The future of the Glade Festival will be reviewed annually and measures taken to minimise the noise problems that occurred last year. Wasing are also looking for other ventures to utilize the natural setting/resources on the Estate. They recognised the potential benefit of the proposed Relief Road, particularly with respect to their proposals for gravel extraction. Councillors welcomed Wasing Estate’s promise to involve the local community in their future plans.

Aldermaston relief road Again, the Chairman reported on a recent meeting with senior managers from AWE. The purpose was threefold:

· to seek AWE support for the proposed Village Relief Road, 

· to hear AWE’s plans for future site expansion and to express concern of this on traffic in the area and through the Village.

· to involve AWE in the Implementation Phase of the Parish Plan. 

Although AWE recognised the value of the Relief Road, it would not solve all their traffic problems since a large number of their employees live to the south of the site. AWE lose their Crown Immunity in 2006 meaning that any development plans become subject to normal planning rules, and this may be a source of S106 funding. AWE are developing Traffic Plans (both on-site and off-site) and have nominated their project manager to join the Parish Plan team.  They confirmed they backed the Parish Council efforts to improve safety on Paices Hill by better road signage.  The meeting enabled lines of communication to be established, which it was felt would be beneficial in the future.

Recreation Ground The merits of having a groundsman for the Recreation Field was discussed, duties to include keeping the facility clear of litter and glass, checking the safety of the play equipment, and keeping the vegetation in check. The role might be extended to include an occasional litter pick throughout the Village. BALC had advised that a realistic rate for the work would be £7-£8 per hour.  A budget of £500 for this work was agreed for the coming financial year. A job specification will be developed and tabled at the next meeting.

Traffic strips  It was reported that the traffic strips on Paice’s Hill and The Street were recording traffic flow and speeds.  The results will be made available to the Parish Council.
Post Office  Questionnaires have been distributed and are being returned. The Clerk will collate these and report at the next meeting.
